1.0 Policy

The locking or chaining of exit doors is a violation of the City of Detroit Fire Code, the State School Fire
Safety Code and Detroit Public School’s policy.

All exit doors shall be unlocked during school hours, and when the school is otherwise open to the public.

1.1 Issuance of Administrative Regulations/Standard Operating Procedures

The Executive Director of the Department of Environmental Health and Safety with the approval of the
Chief of Facilities Management & Auxiliary Services is authorized to develop regulations and/or standard
operating procedures to implement this policy.

1.2 Failure to Comply

Failure to comply with this policy or the corresponding regulations/standard operating procedures may
result in a recommendation to the General Superintendent for appropriate disciplinary action.
